Summer Reading Assessment Choices
for students entering 10th grade

Directions: After you have read your book, choose one of the assessments below. Consult
the rubrics following this list to determine the specific expectations (length of assignment,
etc.) that you are to meet. Each rubric below is labeled with the number of the assignment(s)
to which it corresponds. For example, if you choose assignment number 3, look for the
rubric labeled, "Assignment #3."

1.

Werite a letter to the main character of the book. Write the letter he or she sends

back. Letters should be at least two pages each and cover issues discussed in the
book.

Make a collage representing some event or part of your book. The bigger, the better!
Be careful with this one--your collage should be as detailed as possible and truly
reflect the spirit of the novel. You must also write a one-to-two-page explanation of
the images that you used and why you used them.

Plan a party for the characters in the book you read. In order to do this, complete
each of the following tasks: (a) Design an invitation to the party that would appeal to
all of the characters. (b) Imagine that you are five of the characters in the book and
tell what each would wear to the party. (c) Tell what food you would serve and why.
(d) Tell what games or entertainment you will provide and why your choices are
appropriate. (e) Tell how three of the characters will act at the party. (f) What kind of
a party is this? (birthday, housewarming, un-birthday, anniversary, etc.)

You are a prosecuting attorney putting one of the characters from the book you read
on trial for a crime or misdeed. Prepare your case on paper, giving all your
arguments.

Write the copy for a newspaper front page that is devoted entirely to the book you
read. The front page should look as much like a real newspaper page as possible. The
articles on the front page should be based on events and characters in the book.

After reading a non-fiction book, become a teacher. Prepare a lesson that will teach
something you learned from the book. It could be a "how-to" lesson or one on
content. Plan carefully to present all necessary information in a logical order. You
don't want to confuse your students! Present your lesson to your students. How did
you do? If you taught a "how-to" lesson, look at the final product to see if your
instructions to the class were clear. If your lesson introduced something new, you
might give a short quiz to see how well you taught the lesson.

Create a diary as if you were the main character of the novel. You should have at
least three entries (one covering an issue or event from the beginning of the novel,
one for the middle, and one for the end) of at least a page each.

Nominate characters you have read about for awards that reveal something about
their characters. Let your creative juices flow as you create awards that will show us

something about the characters in your novel. List the character (and the novel he or
she is in and its author) and award he or she is to receive. Then use a quote from the
novel to tell us why you would present the character with that particular award. You
can even create certificates or descriptions of prizes to go along with awardsl!!
EXAMPLE: John Barron Nose Sprayer Extraordinare in The Haymeadow by Gary
Paulsen "The board hit him across the back of his shoulders like a sledgehammer.
He saw something, a spray, out of his nostrils, saw it spray from the wind leaving his
lungs because of the force of the board, saw it as he went down and thought, funny,
funny how that sprayed and I didn't even know it was coming. Funny . . All fuzzy
and funny how that happened and he was on his knees and then on his face and all
the time he thought how funny and fuzzy it was, the spray."

If your main character is an adult, try to figure out what he or she would have been
like as a child. Write the story of his or her childhood in such a way that shows why
he or she is the way he or she is in the novel.

Select several characters and design a home page for each of them, picking out
appropriate backgrounds and pictures and then creating information that would tell a
viewer about your character. Also, create links to at least five different sites that you
think your character would be interested in. Then write up and post on the page an
explanation of how you made the decisions you did and what you believe this tells us
about the character.

Select five current news or feature stories from TV or news magazines that you think
your character would be interested in. Then explain how your character would
respond to each of the stories and the opinions your character would have about
what was happening in the story. Each explanation must be at least a half of a page.
